Junior Team

· Any age group team of Under-17 or younger is eligible

· Team must be part of a club or school in the Borough of Oswestry

· What was the achievement attained

· History of the Team – Where did they start from and where have they got to 

· The level of dedication shown in achieving this success 

· The strength of field they had to overcome

· Were there any constraints that the Team was under to achieve this success 

Veteran Sports Award:
· Open to anyone aged 50 years and over, who is still active in their sport

· They still train seriously

· They still compete in their sport
· Their dedication and sportsmanship forms a role model for younger players 

Coach of the Year:

· Time Spent Coaching (weekly hours)

· How long have they done it

· Qualifications they hold: both sports specific and generic

· Coaching level (ie age, standard)

· Links to other clubs and schools

· Reliability and attitude

· Personal presentation and preparation

Contribution to Sport:

· Time spent supporting sport (weekly hours)

· How long have they done it

· Responsibilities (ie what they do)

· Qualifications

· Other commitments to sport (eg as a player)

· Links to other clubs and schools

· Links to other organisations

Outstanding Achievement Award (Open to Clubs/Teams or sporting individuals):

· What was the achievement attained

· Why do you see this as a fantastic achievement for that year

· History of the Team/Individual – Where did they start from and where have they got to (in relation to their sport)

·  The level of dedication shown in achieving this success (ie Training, Competition etc)

· The standard at which they had to perform (the strength of field they had to overcome)

· Were there any constraints that the Team/Individual was under to achieve this success (ie financial, transport etc)
